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Mixed reaction to redevelopment plan

KUALA LUMPUR: Last month,
Housing and Local Government
Minister Zuraida Kamaruddin
announced that the land occu-
pied by the Highland Towers
blocks would be redeveloped in-
to a recreational park which in-
cludes 50 bungalows.

She had said the demolition of
the blocks would be done latest
by June. The Ampang member
of parliament said the redevel-
opment would commence after
the status of the 10 remaining
property owners had been re-
solved.

According to news reports,
Zuraida was quoted as saying
that the case management to

write off the 10 owners was
scheduled this month and the
next stage of the process could
only be done if the owners did
not make any claims.

She said the plan for a recre-
ational park and 50 bungalows
at the site was not a high-risk
development, with the park ex-
pected to benefit residents in
the area.

She said the name Highland
Towers would be retained as it is
regarded part of history.

The proposal had since drawn
mixed reactions from the res-
idents. Although many agreed
that the two standing blocks
should be brought down, some

felt that the plan would com-
promise security in the neigh-
bourhood.

Highland Towers is located on
a premium land in Taman
Hillview, Ulu Klang.

A Highland Towers Redevel-
opment Committee comprising
experts and representatives
from 10 major stakeholders, in-
cluding federal, state and local
authorities was set up in June
last year.

The committee is responsible
for researching, analysing, eval-
uating, monitoring and execut-
ing the proposed redevelop-
ment process of the site in Ulu
Klang, Selangor.
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
